SCENARIO:  The Gang rides at the stagecoach, firing their pistols while still over  200 yards from the 

stage, not to mention they are around the bend in the road from it.  You’d think Ben Wade could have 

found a smarter bunch.  Never the less, Bryon McElroy, the shotgun guard, takes careful aim at the 

saddle bag of one of the gang members.  Evidently having previously read the script, McElroy knows the 

saddle bag contains dynamite and he blows the bad guy and his horse to Kingdom Come.   

 

SET-UP:   Rifle targets at 15 to 20 yards.  Shotgun and Pistol targets at 8-10 yards.

·      SHOTGUN              4+                   Shotgun empty, action open, staged in the rack. 

·      PISTOL                  10                      Pistols Holstered.   

·      RIFLE                    10                      Rifle loaded w/10 rounds, hammer down on empty chamber,       

                                                          Staged in the rack..   

 

STARTING POSITION:  Standing at the rear of the stage 

  

When ready say the line “Here we go!!”  AT THE BUZZER:   Using both pistols, engage the 4 pistol 

targets in a progressive sweep (1 on 1, 2 on 2, 3 on 3, 4 on 4), reholster (WB will stage).  Retrieve your 

rifle and engage the rifle targets in a progressive sweep, restage rifle.  Finally retrieve your shotgun and 

engage the four shotgun targets in any order - they must go down.  Stage Over. 

  

PROCEDURALS & SCORING 

+10 Second Penalty for failure to comply with scenario instructions as written.  Each target not hit with 

the specific firearm required by stage instructions will be scored as a miss.

SCENARIO:  With a fake Ben Wade on the decoy stage, the posse escorts the real Ben Wade to Windy 

Ridge to put him on the 3:10 to Duke.  Along the way, Ben stabs braggart Tucker in the throat with a fork 

for acting macho, but really for singing “They’re gonna hang me in the morning” in a high girly voice.  

Why else would he stab him in the throat?  He also tosses McElroy/Peter Fonda over the cliff to prove 

that he’s an ‘easy glider’.  Amazingly, neither of these acts seems to rile the posse much who are 

apparently more dense than the rocks they are riding through.  The Apaches have had enough of this 

stupidity and decide to wipe out the entire posse.  Or what’s left of it. 

 

SET-UP:   Rifle targets at 15 to 20 yards.  Pistol and shotgun targets at 8 to10 yards.   

 

AMMO:                                                  WEAPONS STAGED: 

·     SHOTGUN               3+                   Shotgun staged on shelf  

·     PISTOL                  10                      Pistols loaded w/5 each and holstered. 

·      RIFLE                    10                      Rifle loaded w/10 rounds hammer down on empty chamber,        

                                                          staged on shelf in the cab.   

 

STARTING POSITION: Standing in the cab. 

 

When ready say the line ‘They‘re gonna hang me in the mornin” then: AT THE BUZZER:  Pick up 

your rifle and Sweep the rifle targets twice from left to right.  Retrieve the shotgun and engage the 

shotgun targets in any order -  they must go down.  Finally, using your pistol(s)s, Sweep the 5 pistol 

targets from left to right twice, reholster. Stage over. 

 

PROCEDURALS & SCORING 

+10 Second Penalty for failure to comply with scenario instructions as written.  Each target not hit with 

the specific firearm required by stage instructions will be scored as a miss.

SCENARIO:  Charlie Prince and the rest of the gang ride into the railroad camp looking for Ben.  

Charlie’s feeling pretty cocky now that his pistol seems to be working again.  However, he knows that 

improper handling can cause a Schofield’s barrel to droop at any time, resulting in a premature ejection.  

It can happen to the best of men.  Charlie says to the Straw Boss:  “You fellas some kind of posse?  I hate 

posses.” 

 

 

SET-UP:  Rifle targets at 15 to 20 yards.  Pistol and shotgun targets at 8 to 10 yards.      

 

AMMO                                                   WEAPONS STAGED 

·      SHOTGUN              4+                   Shotgun open and empty staged in the doorway. 

·      PISTOL                  10                      Pistols loaded w/5 each and holstered. 

·      RIFLE                    10                      Rifle loaded w/10 rounds, hammer down on empty chamber,       

                                                          staged at the fence.                                                                           

 

STARTING POSITION: Standing at fence, both hands on the fence. 

 

When ready say the line “I hate posses!” then, AT THE BUZZER:   Pick up the rifle and Sweep the 

three rifle targets left to right 3 times with the 10th round on the center target.  Restage rifle.  Move to the 

doorway and with the shotgun, Engage the four shotgun targets in any order, they must go down. Finally,   

move to the window and using pistol(s) Sweep the 3 pistol targets left to right 3 times with the 10th round 

on the center target.  Stage over. 

 

PROCEDURALS & SCORING 

+10 Second Penalty for failure to comply with scenario instructions as written.  Each target not hit with 

the specific firearm required by stage instructions will be scored as a miss.

SCENARIO:   The posse stumbles into the railroad camp and demands the railroad men turn Wade over 

to them.  Not wanting to stop their electrifying good time, everyone goes for their guns.  The posse 

escapes by blowing up some dynamite with a shotgun.  That’s twice they’ve done that in this movie.  

Guess it’s more exciting than clay birds.  Although, it didn’t work for Peter Fonda, it works for the posse 

and they get away. 

 

SET UP: Rifle targets at 15 to 20 yards.  Pistol and shotgun targets at 8 - 10 yards.  

 

AMMO                                                   WEAPONS STAGED 

·     SHOTGUN               4+                   Shotgun staged on the barrel in the left window 

·      PISTOLS               10                      Pistols loaded and holstered 

·      RIFLE                    10                      Rifle w/10 rounds hammer down on empty chamber staged on     

                                                          the barrel in the doorway.  

 

STARTING POSITION: Standing at the right window, hands on hat brim.. 

 

When ready say the line “Did we get away?” then, AT THE BUZZER:  Using both pistols, Engage the 

two pistol targets in a continuous alternating sweep, holster (WB will stage).  Move to the doorway and 

Engage the rifle targets in a 4-3-2-1 Sweep (4 on 1, 3 on 2, 2 on 3, 1 on 4), restage.  Finally move to the 

left window and Sweep the shotgun targets in any order, they must go down.  Stage over.  

 

PROCEDURALS & SCORING 

+10 Second Penalty for failure to comply with scenario instructions as written.  Each target not hit with 

the specific firearm required by stage instructions will be scored as a miss.

SCENARIO:  You get Ben on the train only to have Charlie rise out of the manure and plug you no less 

than 4 times……and you’re still alive.  Charlie’s just gotta quit usin them gamer loads! 

The Current Club Speed Stage Record, set May 2008, is held by Fiddler Dylan with a time of 16.02 

seconds.     

 

SET-UP:   One rifle target at 22 yards.  Pistol targets at 10, 11, and 12 yards.  Shotgun targets are the 10 

and 11 yard pistol targets.  Lateral displacement: 2 ½ to 3 feet between pistol and shotgun targets. 

 

AMMO                                                   WEAPONS STAGED 

·      SHOTGUN              4                      · On table, action open, muzzle pointing down range 

·      PISTOLS               10                      · Pistols holstered or staged on the table. Shooter’s choice. 

·      RIFLE                      6                      · Rifle In Hand.   

 

STARTING POSITION: Standing behind the table with rifle in hand at Cowboy Port Arms, muzzle 

pointing down range 

 

AT THE BUZZER: ENGAGE the rifle target six (6) times.  Lay rifle on table.  Draw 1st Pistol and 

ENGAGE the three (3) pistol (tombstone shaped targets) targets at least once each.  Holster or re-stage 

1st Pistol.  REPEAT with 2nd Pistol.  Holster or re-stage 2nd Pistol.  (Shooter may double or triple tap any 

single pistol target, but must engage each target with at least one round with each pistol)  Retrieve 

shotgun and SWEEP the two (2) shotgun targets (left and center tombstone target) twice to end the 

stage.  No double taps 

 

PROCEDURALS & SCORING 

+10 Second Penalty for failure to comply with scenario instructions as written.  Each target not hit with 

the specific firearm required by stage instructions will be scored as a miss.

SCENARIO:  Dan and his two sons William and Mark ride up just as Ben Wade and his gang use some 

of Dan’s cows to block the road, causing the stage to wreck.  Dan say’s “Someone’s messing with our 

cows and it’s Ben Wade!”  William says “What?  The cow’s been what?  Who would do that to a cow?”  

Dan says “No, you idiot.  The outlaw Ben Wade.”  William says:  “That’s ridiculous.  How in tarnation 

would you know a gol darned thing about his romantic life? Or does he have a thing for that dashing 

psychopath in the really cool white leather coat, leather pants, and the Schofields?” 

 

SET-UP:   Rifle targets at 15 - 20 yards.  Shotgun and pistol targets at 8-10 yards.   

 

AMMO                                                   WEAPONS STAGED 

·      SHOTGUN              2+                   Shotgun empty, action open, staged on the wagon floor. 

·      PISTOL                  10                      Pistols loaded and holstered, hammers down on empty chamber 

·      RIFLE                    10                      Rifle loaded w/10 rounds, hammer down on empty chamber,       

                                                          staged on the shelf in the back of the wagon. 

 

STARTING POSITION:  Standing at the rear of the wagon. 

 

When the shooter is ready, say the line:  “It‘s Ben Wade!“.  Then, AT THE BUZZER:   Double Tap  

the pistol targets in any order, reholster (WB will stage) pistol(s).  Move to the shotgun and Sweep the 

shotgun targets in any order, they must go down. .  Finally move to the rifle and engage the rifle targets in 

a Double Tap Nevada Sweep, starting from the left.   Stage over. 

 

PROCEDURALS & SCORING 

+10 Second Penalty for failure to comply with scenario instructions as written.  Each target not hit with 

the specific firearm required by stage instructions will be scored as a miss.
